Language Monitors

The mission of the monitors, all of who are McGill students, is to
accompany the English Immersion students in all extra-curricular
activities, to “live” with them in the same residence, and to provide
them with bountiful opportunities for speaking English. In case of
emergency, they are available on-site 24 hours a day.

Monitors will take students on sight-seeing outings and leisure
activities after class, in the evenings, and on weekends. They are
trained to answer students’ questions about Canadian culture and
lifestyle, to support students in their language practice, and to
encourage students’ risk-taking in using the English language.
