Applicants

[J Must have completed the Scholarship Applicant Registration for Spring Semester 2020 academic

year within the designated period.
[J Must have a grade point average (*GPA) of 2.30 or more in the previous academic year. Note that
this does not apply to students entering Keio this academic year, those of graduate schools which
do not use accrediting system.
*GPA = (Number of S and A creditsx3+Number of B creditsx2+Number of C creditsx1)

Total number of credits of S, A, B, C, and D

Total monthly allowance (excluding tuition fees) from private funding not exceeding an average of
90,000 yen.
Excluding the recipient who has granted a scholarship restricted combined scholarships.
The annual gross income of your financial supporter in Japan is less than five million yen.
Cooperate the JASSO surveys on academic and career status at the end of scholarship period.
Those who have passed the N2 level or higher of the Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT),
